Hello Neighbors, 
      The good news is, that we are seeing an increase in sales… 
We had  almost as many sales in the last 3 months as we had in the 
first 6 months. 
But... we  did  see  the average sales price drop… 
More than  1/2 the sales are under $300,000 and that does partially  
have to do with the fact that  we did have a few “bank owned” or 
“short sales”….   These homes frequently will be heavily discounted 
so that they sell.   It does affect the rest of the market, but  these 
homes are often  not in the best of shape and do  need work. 
 
Buyers are making offers, but they are offering less  then the asking 
price and  they want closing costs.  Many times when they don’t get 
what they want they just move on to the next home. 
They are “price shopping” . Because  a lot of  buyers are first time 
home buyers , they are trying to take advantage of the $8,000 tax 
credit that unless it’s extended (maybe  another 6 month is the ru-
mor) will expire on Dec 1st.  So there is motivation! And that’s a 
good thing!    
 
Also positive news for the condo market...The new regulations that 
where supposed to go  in affect  Nov 1st, (and make things very dif-
ficult for condo’s sales)  have been scrapped for the time being.  
But  they do require 10% down for a non FHA approved complex.  
If FHA approved,  3.5% will still work. 
 
This is a good thing because condo sales have slowed more than 
house sales…  Some due to difficult financing rules, some because 
buyers can now qualify for a “house”  due to lower  prices. 
Also... a traditional buyer of condo’s (the move down buyer) may 
have a little harder time selling their home for what they  hoped for 
and are just waiting  for things to turn around. 
 
First time homebuyers: cannot have owned a home for the past 3 yrs

   Heat butter in large Dutch oven over medium-low heat until foaming; add shallots 
and cook, stirring frequently, until softened and translucent, about 3 minutes. Add 
squash scrapings and seeds and cook, stirring occasionally, until fragrant and butter 
turns saffron color, about 4 minutes. Add 6 cups water and 1 1/2 teaspoons salt to 
Dutch oven and bring to boil over high heat; reduce heat to medium-low, place squash 
cut-side down in steamer basket, and lower basket into pot. Cover and steam until 
squash is completely tender, about 30 minutes. Off heat, use tongs to transfer squash to 
rimmed baking sheet; reserve steaming liquid. When cool enough to handle, use large 
spoon to scrape flesh from skin into medium bowl; discard skin. 
· Pour reserved steaming liquid through mesh strainer into second bowl; discard 

solids in strainer. Rinse and dry Dutch oven. 
 
· In blender, puree squash and reserved liquid in batches, pulsing on low until 

smooth. Transfer puree to Dutch oven; stir in cream and brown sugar and heat 
over medium-low heat until hot. Add salt to taste; serve immediately. 

  
Some nice garnishes for the soup are freshly grated nutmeg, a drizzle of balsamic vinegar, a 
sprinkle of paprika.
